Finding a good domain with 

this extension can be very difficult.

That 

is no longer the case though, and this extension has 

become the second most popular.

Intended for use by people or businesses with a presence

Originally intended for the Cocos (Keeling) Islands, but 

anyone can own a domain with this extention.

Originally intended for Belize, but anyone can own a 

domain with this extention.

.tv 

Originally intended for Tuvalu, but anyone can own a .tv 

domain. This extension has been focused on people and 

businesses whose sites contain media-related content.
